ARTICLE 67. Education is a right of the person and a
public service that has a social function; With it, access
to knowledge, science, technology, and other goods
and values of culture is sought.

Article 13. All people are born free and equal before the
law, will receive the same protection and treatment from
the authorities and will enjoy the same rights, freedoms
and opportunities without any discrimination on grounds
of sex, race, national or family origin, language, religion,
political or philosophical opinion.

REALITY (RESEARCH IN COLOMBIA)

people deprived of liberty:

- No differencial approach: (Indigenous
and Afro-Colombians community).

- Discriminatory treatment (courts and in
jail). _

- The autonomy and restorative
reflection of prisoners is not
encouraged.
